CALL TO ORDER AND RECITING THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 

Chairman Art Mouser called the meeting to order at 9:37am and Robert Strawser led the pledge.

INTRODUCTIONS/RECOGNITION OF GUESTS/ABSENTEE UPDATE 

Chairman Art Mouser welcomed Board members and guests.  Mr. Mouser asked those present to please introduce themselves.  
APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:  SIGN PREVIOUS MINUTES

Robert Strawser moved to approve the November 3, 2011 Board meeting minutes as corrected.  The motion was seconded by Mark Myers.  Motion passed.

APPROVAL OF FINIANCIAL STATEMENTS (Certificates of Deposit)
Mrs. Keifer reviewed the District account summaries and the credit card receipts and statement with the Board members.  
Paul Nesselroad made a motion to approve the credit card receipts and statement.  Robert Strawser seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
Jean Conley moved to approve and file the financial statements for audit.  The motion was seconded by Paul Nesselroad.  Motion passed.
Ms. Conley reported to the Board the Financial Committee had met in November and interviewed 2 applicants for the District bookkeeper.  The committee recommended hiring Mark Matheny as the District bookkeeper.  
Mark Myers moved to hire Mark Matheny as the District Bookkeeper for $350 per month for the first 3 months, for Mr. Matheny to begin working on December 1, 2011, and to reimburse Mr. Matheny for any software updates he may need in QuickBooks.  The motion was seconded by Don Headley.  Motion passed.
Mr. Nesselroad mentioned only 2 Board members had the authority to access the District safety deposit box. 
Paul Nesselroad made a motion to have any current Supervisor as authorized members to have access to the District safety deposit box.  Robert Strawser seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

VISITOR’S COMMENTS

NRCS, Upper Deckers Site #1, Pam Yost
Ms. Yost reported the Preston County Commission had agreed to send a letter requesting to utilize Upper Deckers Site#1 as a water supply source and they had agreed to become a local sponsor for the rehab project.  The scoping meeting for the project was scheduled on December 21 at 1pm.  The Memo of Understanding would need to be put on the January agenda for District review and approval.

COOPERATING AGENCY’S REPORTS

Stream Section
Gene Saurborn, WVCA
Mr. Saurborn reported the public comments for the Farmington Box Culvert Project had been submitted to the Corp of Engineers for their review.  After their review, they could complete the project work. 
Stantec had completed their survey for the Beatty Bottom Project.  They provided 3 different project design plans based on cubic yards.  Mr. Saurborn noted none of designs would provide any benefit to the fairgrounds that were downstream of the project area.  The Stantec invoice for the design plans were presented for review and approval of payment.

Don Headley made a motion to pay the Stantec Invoice for $2967.00 for work at the Beatty Bottom Project site.  The motion was seconded by Robert Strawser.  Motion passed.
There was $6,000 in the Beatty Bottom Project account.  Discussion was held regarding what to do with the remainder of the project funds.

Mark Myers made a motion to return the excess funds from the Beatty Bottom account back to the State.  Robert Strawser seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Mr. Saurborn suggested the Board send a letter to the Upper Buffalo Watershed Association notifying them the design plans had been completed, the District would provided them with the design plans, and the District would consider providing future engineering services if the association could provide the funds for a future project.

Jean Conley made a motion to send a letter to the Upper Buffalo Watershed Association notifying them the design plans had been completed, the District would provided them with the design plans, and the District would consider providing future engineering services if the association could provide the funds for a future project.  Robert Strawser seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 
Mr. Jones reported they had visited a blockage in Fairview and it was an eligible SPRP project.  They would like to bring contractors out to the site for estimates for the project.  
Mark Myers made a motion to allow the Stream Section to have a job showing at the Fairview Blockage for project estimates.  Jean Conley seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

In addition to the Fairview blockage, Mr. Jones reported they had visited a blockage at Mike Steel’s property and it was also an eligible SPRP project.  They would like to bring contractors out to the site for estimates for the project.  

Mark Myers made a motion to allow the Stream Section to have a job showing at the Mike Steel property for project estimates.  Jean Conley seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Mr. Headley reported there was an addition blockage in the Cassville area and requested the Stream Section visit the site.  He inquired if there was a quicker means to receive funds in order to clear blockages sooner.  Mr. Farkas commented the State Committee and the WVCA had been discussing options and different budget systems for allocating project funds.
Mr. Saurborn reported they were still waiting for the Corp of Engineers to approve the permit for the Fort Martin Project.  Pending approval; they planned to begin the project in May or June of 2012.
He reported the contractor was ready to begin work on the Rymer 1 Project.  He presented a permit fee for review and payment for the project.  

Mark Myer made a motion to pay the NPDES Permit Fee for $550.00 for work at the Rymer 1 site.  The motion was seconded by Jean Conley.  Motion passed.
Finally, they planned to begin work in the summer or fall of 2012 on the Muddy Creek Project.  He added the project design would include habitat enhancement.  
Ag Enhancement

Ms. Sine reported 2 AEP applicants had completed their projects.  The committee had visited the project sites and their invoices were presented for review and approval of payment.   

Mark Myers made a motion approve payment of the Jennings AEP invoice for $1,299.69 and the Street AEP invoice for $307.34.  Jean Conley seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
