Application Style   5  pts
How legible is the application?

Is the cover sheet complete (including board of directors and phone numbers)?
Are all application questions answered completely and easy to find?

Membership and History    10 pts  (Scored by Basin Coordinators)
How well does the organization fit into the Stream Partners mission of a broad-based community organization? 

Has the organization demonstrated an ability to successfully implement projects and raise community awareness? 

Issues
 5 pts
Does the organization have a good understanding of the issues present in the watershed?

Do the project and goals work towards solving the issues that are identified?

Long-term and Short-term Goals
10 pts
Does the organization have a clear vision for how it will address watershed issues in both the short and long-term?

Will the watershed improvement project, as described, work effectively towards meeting the short-term goals and in turn will meeting the short-term goals advance the organization towards its long-term goals?

Through past work, have the organization’s goals evolved to better address changing circumstances, past successes or a better understanding of the work in which they are engaged?

Watershed Improvement Project
25 pts

Is the watershed improvement project likely to have a positive impact on the watershed and community?
How crucial is a Stream Partners Program Grant to the success of the project?
Budget

20 pts


Does the budget demonstrate a well thought out plan towards accomplishing the stated project?

Does the budget show at least a 20% match to Stream Partners Grant money?

Are there any budgeted items which seem contrary to the Stream Partners mission, or are there items that could be easily acquired without grant funding?  

Outreach
5 pts


Is the outreach plan likely to build the capacity of the organization and raise awareness for watershed issues?

Past Performance/New Organization
20 pts (Scored by Basin Coordinators)

Existing group: Previous year’s watershed improvement project success will be based on the basin Coordinators’ review of the project being completed as outlined and budgeted for in the previous application. Basin Coordinators will also take into account: record-keeping ability, completion of documentation of grant expenditures, watershed improvement project, and ability to foster partnerships and obtain in-kind/cash contributions.

New organizations: ability to get organized, planning procedures, and partnership building.
