North Fork Hughes River Updates & Issues
· Debris Removal Update -Waiting on NRCS for review of proposal before District can proceed on the North Fork boom.  Sam Sheets moved to write a letter to Potesta offering $44,127.96 for design work on proposal date, October 23, 2019 which should also include boring to a minimum of 10 feet into the bedrock and any other task involved.   Second by Dexter Graham.  Amended that if a revised proposal is received by the District and meets all the mentioned requirements it will be signed upon receipt in the office.  Motion on the amendment by Sam Sheets and second by Dexter Graham.  Majority approved.  Motion carried.  Judith Lyons mentioned that they might not accept the dollar amount proposed.  Majority approved the original motion. Motion carried.
